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& HOW TO USE:

1. Shake can vigorously for about 30 seconds. Turn can upside down and apply PU gun or hand-
foam applicator.

2. All surfaces should be clean from oil, grease, loose particles and dust. Mask surrounding areas
to protect surface. Dry surfaces should be sprayed or dampened with water.

3. Fill vertical gaps from the bottom up (pay attention to foam expansion)

4. Turn off the flow adjustment screw clockwise direction when finishing. (Gun grade only)

5. Before curing, foam can be removed and cleaned with PU cleaner either with the gun or with
adapter. Cleaning of the screw adapter with cleaner is recommended after use.

6. Do not expose to UV rays. Painting or coating is recommended.

12 months shelf life in unopened packaging and stored in cool and dry conditions and in temperatures
